Waitaki Boys’ pass rates across all levels of NCEA
significantly above the national boys average and of those schools
with a similar equity index. We support international students to reach
their full potential. Our academic support network includes providing
an English language programme to prepare our students for entry into

mainstream classes.



The Arfs

Waitaki Boys” offers many opportunities for our young men to try the Arts. We have a purpose built auditorium equipped with

lighting and sound. We use this for our annual inter-house Scrano competition. The boys write and perform their own drama,
perform 2 songs and a Haka.

We have an annual Talent Quest competition and a Mid Winter concert where our, world famous in North Otago, ‘Big Choir’ of
usually 100ish boys performs for local primary schools and then at an evening concert in conjunction with the Oamaru Youth
Orchestra and Concert Band. In addition to this our boys are offered free music lessons in a range of instruments from the
guitar to the bag pipes.

We also encourage public speaking and have an annual junior speech competition, one in Year 9 and one in Year 10. This ties in
nicely with our Scrano speech competitions and the prestigious Robert Falcon Scott speech award. Our school has amazing art

and music departments where creativity can be unleashed in a range of forms.

The Arts make our boys all-round Waitakians. We are very proud of the traditions that enable us to be able to offer these
experiences to all who wish to take up the opportunities

boarding establishment of Waitaki Boys” High School.

Located in the coastal township of Oamaru, Don House has a
proud tradition of moulding boys into fine young men of
outstanding character. Don House boarders are confidently able to
contribute positively to their school, families and communities and

leave Don House as well rounded, educated young men.

Staff at Don House are dedicated, experienced, and holistically
tocused on all Don House boarders. We ensure that all our boys
have a safe and enjoyable experience and feel a strong sense of
belonging in Don House. Every boy is seen as an integral part of

the Don House Whanau.

Don House facilities include 4 dormitories and a large communal
common room. The Director of Boarding and Residential
Manager offices are attached to the common room allowing great
supervision and creating an energetic family atmosphere. Staff
housing is all within proximity and staff are actively involved each
day. A unique aspect of the Don House dormitories is that all
boarders from Year 10 to Year 13 have individual rooms. The Year
12 and 13 boarders have their own kitchen and lounge area that
helps with the transition from hostel life to being a young adult.

Recreational facilities include swimming and diving pool, full sized
gym, weights room, tennis courts, turfed area, soccer, rugby and
cricket fields, cricket nets and trapshooting range. Don House
boarders are encouraged to take every opportunity and we have
access to a wide range of off-site activities that we transport our

boarders to each day.

ACCOMMODATION

Here at Don House, we are fortunate to have a diverse team from
a variety of cultural and professional backgrounds who are
passionate about supporting our Don House boys in reaching their
tull potential. Each member of our team utilises their own skill set
when fulfilling their role, are open minded and can be flexible in
their approach whilst continuing to uphold the values and bound-

aries that are important to Don House.

Alongside encouraging our Don House boys to do well
academically and with their extracurricular activities, we also focus
on developing our boys emotional, social, spiritual and
independence skills to prepare our young men for the world they
will be entering.
